Still, most com-
munity inclusion activities
still emanate from a treat-
ment model. The key to
true community success
is found when people
initiate, nurture, and keep
natural relationships. It is
the impact of this social
capital that keeps people
healthy, happy, and living
longer.

Al's leadership, has grown to become the third largest disabity specific
agency in Western Pennsylvania (with a new office in Erie) vth a budget of
$32 million and a staff and payroll complement of 700. UCP/CLASS was
listed in the 50 2Best Places to Work® in Allegheny County, Pa, in 2007.
Through Al's efforts, UCP/CLASS is 2mpowering people¥ibuiding com-
munities.°

Along with his work at UCP/CLASS, Al is associated with the Uriversity of
Pittsburgh's School of Social Work and School of Health and Relbilitation
Science and Robert Morris University Graduate School of Bugiess. In these
academic roles Al teaches, supervises students, and servesdsisor and
consultant.

Since 1975 Al has emerged as a national leader and consultanhdiuman
services and community issues.

Carmen R. Nazario, Assistant Secretary for
Children and Families U.S. Department of Health
and Human Services

Until her recent nomination, Carmen R.
Nazario was an Assistant Professor at the
Inter American University of Puerto Rico,
where she taught social policy and coor-
dinated the Social Work Practicum at the
School of Social Work. Nazario has vast
experience in public service with a focus on
improving services to children and families
within the United States and around the
world, dating back to 1968. From January 2003 + December
2008, she served as Administrator of the Administration for
Children and Families for the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico,
where she led an agency of 4,000 staff with a budget of over
$220 million. Prior to that, she served as the SeniolResident
Investigator for the Jordan Poverty Alleviation Program, where
she developed and implemented a national poverty reduction
strategy for the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan and advised le@-
ers in the nation on the delivery of social services.

During the Clinton Administration, she first served as Assciate
Commissioner for Child Care in the Administration on Childr en,
Youth and Families and later became the Principal Deputy Ads-
tant Secretary at the Administration for Children and Families
(ACF). Nazario joined the Clinton Administration after serving
as Secretary of Health and Social Services for the State of [2e
ware from 1993+1997, and, prior to that, she was the Director
of Social Services in Norfolk, Virginia, and Loudoun County,
Virginia. She received a Bachelor of Arts with honors in Soal-
ogy from the University of Puerto Rico in 1967 and was awarded
her Master of Social Work degree from Virginia Commonwealth
University School of Social Work in 1973.

Harriet Dichter, Acting Secretary of
the Pa. Department of Public Welfare

Harriet Dichter assumed the responsibility as Acting Seretary of the
Pennsylvania Department of Public Welfare at the beimning of 2010. In
recent years, Dichter's primary role has been in eayl childhood educa-
tion, and she served as the Commonwealth's first-eveDeputy Secretary
of the Office of Child Development and Early Learning for the Depart-
ments of Public Welfare and Education. As the founderof that office,
Dichter worked to build a quality early education continuum that serves
the diverse needs of families with young children. Dehter's work has
significantly increased public and private investmers in early childhood
education, and Pennsylvania has gained national atteion for its many
accomplishments during the Rendell Administration.

As part of her service to the Commonwealth, Dichter alministered the
Office of Children, Youth and Families for a half-year following the res-
ignation of a previous Deputy Secretary.

Dichter has held increasingly responsible leadership posins in health
and human services organizations for the last 25 yea. While most of
her work has been in the public sector, she also wded as part of the
management team at the United Way of Southeasterné?nsylvania, and
she was responsible for national grantmaking for childrers health and
early childhood education at The Pew Charitable Trust. Dichter was
the first non-physician to run the City of Philadelphia's Office of Mater-
nal and Child Health, where she upgraded services, treased federal
funding, and gained recognition as one of the city's bp managers by
prominent business organization. As an attorney, Diclter represented
people with disabilities and victims of domestic violence.
